That being said, we do not teach from the Scriptures just to avoid someone getting mad at us. In fact, it
is more likely that someone will be angry when we use the Scriptures to teach rather than a human opinion. We
must use the Scriptures to teach because that is the only way to help someone be saved for the first time
(Romans 1:16 and I Corinthians 1:18-21) or to be restored to a previous relationship with the Father (Acts 15
and Titus 1:9).

Let us therefore open the Scriptures as we teach and correct. This leaves aside the possible charge that
we have changed something to fit our beliefs.
