If You Are Offended By The Truth, Stop Reading

 It does not matter what I shall write from this point forward 

for some.  The title alone will instantly arouse the minds of those 

who seek to be the enemies of truth and their mouths shall begin to 

water as they now await me to say something that they may say is 

offensive.  Yes, there are those who are reading this on the 

internet, looking at the title, and saying, ñheôs going to give us 

something to say now.ò  I have never tried to disappoint those who 

are offended by the truth which I fervently write and teach.  I shall 

give them what they want in this article, but they must read a little 

further before the juicy stuff begins to flow from my keyboard. 

 

 When Jesus was asked if it was lawful to give tribute unto 

Caesar, we read: ñBut Jesus perceived their wickedness, and said, 

Why tempt ye me, ye hypocritesò (Matthew 22:18)?  Paul had to 

ask: ñAm I therefore become your enemy, because I tell you the 

truthò (Galatians 4:16)?  So I must ask, why are there those who 

tempt me or those who perceive me as their enemy, when my goal 

is simply to teach the truth with all clarity (II Corinthians 3:12)? 

 

 At this point of the article some of my enemies (sad 

statement, truly), are saying ñlook how arrogant he isò.  You see, 

our modern day ñbrethrenò perceive a zealous stand for the truth as 

arrogance.  Now, when a Baptist walks up and asks those same 

people if baptism is required to be saved, they will emphatically 

state ñYESò and cite passages to prove it (i.e. Mark 16:15-16, Acts 

2:38, Acts 22:16, and I Peter 3:20-21).  When a Catholic asks those 

ñbrethrenò why they will not honor their Catholic priests, those 

same folks will loudly proclaim that we are to call no man Father 

upon this earth (Matthew 23:9).  Why is it, when I will quickly 

proclaim the truth (Philippians 1:17, I Peter 3:15; 4:11, and Jude 3) 

when questioned on what I say and do I am arrogant, but when 

these my enemies do so they are just defenders of the faith?  

Brethren, I truly sorrow over the standards of men that have been 

established to judge the faithful.  Folks, everything we say and do 

must be authorized by God (Matthew 28:18-20 and Colossians 

3:17).  We can know the truth (John 8:32).  This is not arrogance! 
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Now the Juicy Stuff Is Going To Begin Flowing 

 

 To those who seek to have fault with me, I have plenty to say.  Let me begin by saying that it is a sad 

time when people are reading the material of brethren just to find fault and take joy in it (Hebrews 10:38 and II 

Thessalonians 2:12).  I know it shall be said that this statement is arrogant, but you shall not find scriptural fault 

in this bulletin.  If that is said to be an arrogant statement, the charge would also be made against others who 

have said the same thing (I Corinthians 4:17).  You see, when all things said and done are according to the 

Scriptures, the only charge that could be made would be against the Lord.  Some would say it is impossible to 

teach the truth all of the time.  They would say it is arrogance to state such is possible.  I recently heard a lesson 

where a preacher said that no congregation agrees on everything.  Well, the wisdom of men will not allow unity.  

However, walking according to the standard does.  Notice: ñNevertheless, whereto we have already attained, let 

us walk by the same rule, let us mind the same thingò (Philippians 3:16). 

 

 You see, to those who look to find fault in this article, I am under the nearly impossible task of 

presenting an article that would please them (until I really say something juicy for them to joy in and to plot 

their attacks upon).  According to the inspired Apostle Paul, I have a task at hand in this teaching opportunity: 

ñTo whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles; which is 

Christ in you, the hope of glory: Whom we preach, warning every man, and teaching every man in all wisdom; 

that we may present every man perfect in Christ Jesusò (Colossians 1:27-28).  Thus, let me teach a few more 

things and somewhere within I shall provide the juicy stuff. 

 

 When I receive emails of disagreement with something said on the website, it is most often what people 

think.  There are no Scriptures cited.  It is ñI thinkò or ñin my opinionò you are wrong.  Then, I often hear what I 

am teaching against Romans 14 covers or itôs simply not a ñmatter of faithò.  Folks, in Romans 14 the Lord 

permitted the weak who would not receive lawful meats to follow their conscience.  However, if that person 

were to begin pressing their conscience onto another, they have sinned (Romans 14:3 and I Timothy 4:1-5).  

The same was true of the keeping of days.  If something is a Romans 14 issue, neither side has a right of 

judgment.  Then, some want to make everything a Romans 14 issue.  The eating of certain foods and the 

keeping of days are the only two issues in Romans 14.  Anything else discussed from that chapter is an addition 

to the text, which is sinful (Proverbs 30:5-6, Galatians 1:6-12, and Revelation 22:18-19).  Applications can be 

made to matters of personal opinion (hint ï if kept personal theyôd not become issues).  If you disagree with a 

brother, donôt throw it into Romans 14.  Deal with it scripturally (Galatians 6:1, II Timothy 2:24-26, and James 

5:19-20), before someone goes to Hell over it (Revelation 20:15).   

 

Some of my common foes like to read what Iôll say about the ñmake-up Lordôs Supperò.  Well, you can 

forever read what I will always say about the Lordôs Supper if you consider the referenced sources here, they 

are the words I use: Matthew 26:26-30, Mark 14:22-26, Luke 22:16-20, Acts 20:7-11, I Corinthians 10:16-21, 

and I Corinthians 11:23-33.  Some want to know what I will say about them.  Well, if you are a pressing threat 

to souls and I have influence to keep you away, I shall mark you (Romans 16:17-18).  Others say, ñin their 

opinionò, I am too blunt, too plain, or simply too offensive.  Folks, I can prove what I say and how I say it from 

the Scriptures (I Peter 4:11).  Therefore, who do my foes really have the problem with?   

 

Conclusion 

 

 I must apologize to the oneôs looking for the juicy stuff.  Weôre going to get there.  First, let me ask, why 

look for fault if it is not to help correct it?  Why look for the damnation of a brother rather than his salvation?  I 

assure anyone reading this bulletin, if you want to study the Scriptures for the salvation of your soul and mine, 

we can let the Lord decide the rightôs and the wrongôs (Matthew 4:4).  For my enemies, hereôs the juicy stuff: 

ñBring forth therefore fruits meet for repentanceò (Matthew 3:8).  Well, fruits are juicy, right?  J 
 

What must one do to be saved (Acts 2:37)?  Hear and believe the Gospel (Mark 16:15-16 & Romans 10:17), repent of their sins (Acts 3:19), 

confess Christ (Acts 8:37), and be baptized (immersed) for the remission of sins into the church of Christ (Acts 2:38, I Corinthians 12:12-13, and 

Romans 6:1-6).  One must then remain faithful (Rev. 2:10).
