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An Empty Mansion 
 

1. Do we labor and toil here as we look for a humble abode [home] among men?  Yes, we could 

say that.  We do labor here on earth in spiritual work (I Corinthians 15:58, Philippians 4:3, and 

I Timothy 4:8-10).  We also labor in physical work (Ephesians 4:28 and II Thessalonians 
3:10).  We do try to live among men (Romans 12:18 and Acts 16:40).  Certainly, we would 

want our living to be humble (Colossians 3:12 and James 4:6). 

 

2. While looking to live here among men, is there a mansion waiting for us in Heaven?  Yes, 

(John 14:1-3).  Mansion “mone ̄” [3438] means: “a staying, abiding, dwelling, abode” (Thayer) 

or “a staying, that is, residence (the act or the place): - abode, mansion” (Strong).  This Greek 

word appears on other time in the New Testament translated as “our abode” in the KJV (John 
14:23).  Also, we could say a city (Hebrews 11:13-16). 

 

3. Is there a gentle voice pleading “come in” at the mansion waiting for us in Heaven?  You may 

be able to really stretch some scriptures, but it’d be a stretch and that is very unwise (Matthew 
25:1-30 and Revelation 3:21; cf. II Corinthians 10:1). 

 

4. Should we be thankful that our Savior and Lord promised sweet rest unto the weary?  Yes, 

(Revelation 14:13 and Colossians 3:15). 

 

5. Is there nothing more you could ask than for a mansion above, living with the saved and the 

blest?  Eternally, there is nothing more that’s offered (I Thessalonians 4:13-18 and Hebrews 
10:34). 

 

6. When we’re done working here below, while our hands lie folded in rest, will we exchange 

our old home for a mansion up there?  If this statement refers to changing our bodies, it could be 

a true statement (II Corinthians 5:1-10).  However, the verse may not be saying that. 

 

7. While in our mansion above could we say we’d invite the archangel as guest?  I do not believe 

we can support this one with Scripture. 

 

8. Is there a mansion now empty just waiting for us at the end of life’s troublesome way?  Yes, 

Heaven is not occupied by men right now (John 3:13; cf. Luke 16:19-31 and John 13:33).  The 

reward is reserved for the faithful to be granted at the Judgment of mankind (I Peter 1:4 and 

Matthew 25:31-46). 

 

9. Do we know that the Savior will welcome us there, near the door of that mansion some day?  

If faithful, we’ll be welcomed in Heaven (Revelation 2:10 and I John 5:11-13).  However, Jesus 

will not be waiting for us to get to Heaven in the Judgment which disproves the idea of him 

waiting at a door (I Thessalonians 4:13-18 and Matthew 25:31-46).
