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Anywhere With Jesus 
 

1. Explain why we should or should not sing this song in worship to God (use Scriptures to 

support your statements).  

 Safety is not promised to us (I Timothy 4:10, II Timothy 2:8 -12, II Timothy 3:12 , I 

Peter 3:14-17, I Peter 4:1-2, and I Peter 4:13-16). 

 Being lead by Jesus in this song is surely meant to be a literal, direct leading: 

o Second verse: ñThoô His hand may lead me over drear-est ways.ò  Being led by 

the hand shows us direct guidance, aside from the word (Hebrews 8:9). 

o Third verse: ñReady as He summons me to go or stay, Anywhere with Jesus when 

He points the way.ò  This use to occur directly (Acts 13:2-4 and Acts 23:11; 

27:23-24).  Today we are sent and guided only through the inspired, all-sufficient 

word of God (II Timothy 3:16-17). 

 Besides those two objections, we cannot go ñanywhere with Jesusò (cf. John 7:33-34; 

14:1-3).  Yes, I realize the first verse points out in this world below, but the point is not 

made throughout the song or chorus. 

 Additionally, the presence of Christ figuratively or literally does not make any place a 

house of praise.  Even while He was bodily present on this earth that point is clear 

(Matthew 13:54-58, Matthew 21:12-13, and Luke 4:28).  Certainly, I could be faithful 

and enter into a denominational assembly to preach Christ if I did not forsake the 

assembly of true saints (Acts 17:1-3; 16-34).  God would be ñwith meò (Hebrews 13:5-

6).  However, that would not make the denominational assembly a house of praise 

(Matthew 12:30). 

 

2. If this song does not hold up to the Scriptures, what good points can we learn from examining 

this song (use Scriptures to support your statements)?   

 We are led by Christ, through the Scriptures (James 1:21-25 and Revelation 1:3). 

 We are led into this world by the Gospel with the Gospel (Mark 16:15-16). 

 Without Christ our joy would fade (John 15:10-11, Romans 5:11, and I Peter 1:7-8). 

 With Christ, we can escape the fear of man (Matthew 10:28 and Revelation 2:10).  We 

must still fear God (Philippians 2:12 and I Peter 2:17). 

 In Christ, we are not alone (II John 9). 

 ñFriendsò will fail us (Luke 21:16-17 and John 16:32). 

 We are to go almost anywhere (I Thessalonians 5:22 and I Peter 3:10-11) to tell souls 

of salvation and free them from darkness (Acts 26:20 and Colossians 1:23). 
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
