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Blessed Assurance 
 
1. Is it a blessed assurance that Jesus is yours?  First, can we say that Jesus belongs to us?  Yes, in the 

same sense a wife to her husband and vice versa (Ephesians 5:23-24; 32).  Secondly, can we then 

say that having a relationship of oneness with the Lord is assuring?  Absolutely, we can prove that 

out too (John 17:20-23 and Galatians 3:27-29; cf. Ephesians 3:10-12 and Hebrews 10:22-23).  We 

can have assurance of our salvation (I John 5:11-13). 

 

2. Does knowing that Jesus is yours give a foretaste [small anticipatory sample] of glory divine?  

Glory could mean “eternal” as well as “magnificence”, etc.  Divine means “from God”.  Can we say 

that through our relationship with the Lord we get a foretaste of eternity from God?  Yes, in a 

spiritual sense of fellowship, etc. (II Peter 1:3-4; cf. Hebrews 6:4-6 and I John 1:1-4; 7). 

 

3. Can we say we are heirs of salvation purchased of God?  Yes, we are heirs of salvation. 

(Galatians 4:7, Titus 3:6-7, and I Peter 3:7).  Yes, we are purchased of God (I Corinthians 6:20, 

Titus 2:13-14, I Peter 1:18-19, and Acts 20:28; cf. I Corinthians 12:27). 

 

4. Can we be born of the Spirit and washed in Christ’s blood?  Yes, (John 3:5 and Revelation 1:5). 

 

5. What does the phrase “Perfect submission, perfect delight” mean?  Maybe, complete submission is 

the first part of the phrase (Colossians 4:12, James 4:17; cf. Matthew 22:37).  The second portion 

of the phrase might be defined, using the first portion, that complete submission brings complete 

delight (I Peter 1:7-9). 

 

6. Can visions of rapture burst on your sight, with Angels descending from above bringing echoes of 

mercy and whispers of love?  Outside of Genesis 28:12-15 (which does not apply to us), there is 

nothing written to justify the wording of most of verse 2 in this song.  After careful study, the 

congregation here in El Paso concluded that we could find nothing in the inspired text that authorize 

us to say we have visions of anything, let alone angels giving us a modern day vision.  Visions are 

surely associated with miraculous works (Acts 2:17; cf. II Corinthians 12:1) and direct revelations 

(Acts 9:10) which have ceased today (I Corinthians 13:8-10 and II Timothy 3:16-17). 

 

7. What does the phrase “Perfect submission, all is at rest” mean?  It may be the idea that complete 

submission brings us to peace (II Peter 3:14; cf. Philippians 4:7 and Hebrews 13:20-21). 

 

8. Can you in your Savior be happy and blest?  Yes, (Psalms 144:15; 146:5 and Ephesians 1:3; 2:4-
5). 

 

9. Should we be watching and waiting, looking above, filled with the goodness of Christ while being 

lost in His love?  We should be watching and waiting for the Lord from above (Philippians 3:20-21 

and II Thessalonians 3:5).  We should be filled with the goodness of Christ (Romans 15:14).  If we 

define lost in His love as being surrounded by it, yes to the final question (Jude 21 and I John 4:16). 

 

10. Should our story and song be this hymn sung to the praise of our Savior all the day long?  We 

should praise the Lord (I Peter 2:9; 4:11).  I do not know about with this song. 

 

11. Are there any scriptural objections that you have to this song?  Yes, see question 6. 
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
