o We pour our ardent [characterized by warmth of feeling typically expressed in eager 

zealous support or activity] prayers before the throne of our Father (Philippians 4:6, 

Ephesians 5:20, Hebrews 4:14-16, and Revelation 8:3). 

o Our fears (Philippians 2:12), hopes (Ephesians 4:4), aims (Philippians 3:13-15), 

our comfort (Romans 15:4, I Thessalonians 4:18, and I Thessalonians 5:11), and 

our cares are one (Philippians 2:2). 

o We share our mutual woes [griefs / distress] (II Timothy 2:11 -12) and burdens 

(Galatians 6:2). 

o We should often have sympathing tears for and with our brethren (Romans 12:15 and
