(Galatians 1:13 and I Timothy 1:12-15).  Therefore, I cannot say this is so (Colossians 

3:17). 

o The only time a phrase close to this appears is in Joel 2:23-27 in reference to God 

restoring the crops that He had ruined through plagues. 

o Those of us who had many empty, wasted years realize how much forgiveness 

means for us (Luke 7:40-43), but those years are not restored to us. 

¶ Will our Lord relieve our hearts and lift up our heads if we bring Him our haunting fears, 

the nameless dread (I Peter 1:3-9 and II Timothy 3:12 )? 

¶ Additionally, the second verse says ñbring Him your every careò in speaking about 

Christ.  We do not bring our burdens to Christ.  We bring them to the Father (Ephesians 

5:20; cf. Philippians 4:6). 
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
