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Hallelujah! Praise Jehovah! 
 

1. What does the term Hallelujah mean and it is a biblical term?  Hallelujah is a term that 

expresses praise, joy, or thanks (Revelation 19:1; 4; 6). 

 

 

2. Who is Jehovah?  God the Father (Exodus 6:3, Isaiah 12:2, and Isaiah 26:4).  

 

 

3. Is Jehovah to be praised from His angels, heaven, the earth, the sun, the moon, the stars, 

floods, stormy winds, dragons, fire, snow, hail, vapors, creeping things, beasts, cattle, birds, hills, 

mountains, kings of the earth, princes, judges, the young, the old, and all people in general 

(basically, all that God has created)?  Yes, (Psalms 148:1-14). 

 

 

4. What are the floods above the sky?  Biblically, floods refer to water (Exodus 15:8).  Thus, 

floods above the sky would be atmospheric moisture (Ecclesiastes 11:3). 
 

 

5. Is God’s name alone high and is His glory far above the earth and sky? Yes, (Psalms 83:18 

and Psalms 148:13). 
 

 

6. Did God create some things that will last forever?  Yes, (Psalms 37:18, Matthew 6:13, Luke 

1:31-33, and II Corinthians 5:1). 
 

 

7. Will God’s decree [orders] stand forever?  Yes, (Mark 13:31 and I Peter 1:23-25).
