1. Should we listen for the gentle voice of Jesus falling tenderly upon our ears? Yes.
e We should listen to Jesus (Matthew 17:1-5).
e One could say that Jesus is gentle [mild, gentle, fair] (11 Corinthians 10:1).
¢ \We must make sure we understand that “gentle” does not mean “ear tickling” (I
Thessalonians 2:4-7).

e With a proper understanding of the terms gentle and tender, in relation to one
talking, we can concur (James 3:10-18).

2. Is the sweet cry of love and pity from Jesus something we should turn, listen, stay, and hear?
Yes.

e First, we must understand what the cry of love and pity from our Lord is (Romans
5:8-9, James 5:11, and | John 5:1-3; cf. | Corinthians 1:18; 15:1-2).
e We must always turn, listen, stay, and hear the Lord to be saved (James 1:19-25).
3. Is Jesus meek and lowly? Yes, (Matthew 11:28-30 and Il Corinthians 10:1).

4. If Jesus is meek and lowly, should we take His yoke for those reasons? Yes, (Matthew 11:28-
30).

5. Should we bear the burden of our Lord and turn to Him? Yes, (Hebrews 13:9-16 and
Philippians 3:7-11).

6. Is Jesus the holy Master that will teach if we will learn? Yes, (Matthew 23:8 and Mark
1:22-24).

7. Can we, through obedience to the tender voice of Christ, find the yoke His hand lays upon us
and bear it? Yes, (Matthew 16:24-25 and John 12:25-26).

9. Who are those who are laboring? Faithful Christians (I Corinthians 9:24-25; 15:58 and
Hebrews 12:1-2).

10. Can those laboring lean upon the dear Lord’s breast counting upon Him to give them rest?
Yes, (Il Timothy 4:14-17, Philippians 4:13, and Revelation 14:13).
