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He Keeps Me Singing 
 

1. Explain why we should or should not sing this song in worship to God (use Scriptures to 

support your statements).  We should not sing this song because we cannot prove out the idea 

that ñJesus whispers sweet and low, fear not, I am with the peace, be still, in all of lifeôs ebb and 

flow.ò  For one, whispering is not spoken well of in the Bible (Proverbs 16:28, Romans 1:29, 

and II Corinthians 12:20).  Secondly, revelation today is only through the word of God (II 

Timothy 3:16-17).  Throughout the first century the Spirit did directly reveal the words of Christ 

(John 14:26 and John 16:13).  Now we have those words in written form (John 20:30-31; cf. II 

Peter 1:3).  The message that Jesus is with us throughout declining and rising times is not 

whispered, but revealed in the Scriptures (Romans 8:28-39; cf. Philippians 4:17).   

 

Additionally, we do not look upon the ñsmiling faceò of Christ causing us to shout and sing.  

This would suggest a sighting of Christ, which is a lie (I Corinthians 15:8).  Moreover, one 

would not paint the image of Christ that we normally see if John told the truth (Revelation 1:13-

18). 

 

Finally, we have to be careful in implying that the Lord is coming back soon.  While the end of 

all things is at hand (I Peter 4:7) and we are in the last days (Hebrews 1:1-2); we cannot know 

when the Lord is going to return (Matthew 24:35-36; 42). 

 

2. Whether this whole song is scriptural or not, what can we learn from examining this song (use 

Scriptures to support your statements)?  There are many good points in this song that are 

Scriptural and thought provoking.  A few of them are: 

 

 There should be a melody in our hearts because of the Lord being with us (Ephesians 

5:19 and Romans 15:8-9). 

 Again, the fact that our Lord is with us is a great point (II Timothy 4:14 -18). 

 The fact that the grace of God gives unusual or abundant enjoyment to us is a good point 

as well (Romans 5:2, Ephesians 1:7-9, and II Thessalonians 2:16; cf. Ephesians 6:24).  

Think about this, the first time we read about grace in the Scriptures is in regards to 

Noah.  Consider how he finding grace in the Lord benefits us (Genesis 6:7-8). 

 To consider the image of the Lord taking us under His wing (not that He literally has 

wings) for shelter is a comforting thought.  We can, though not in the form of a literal 

wing, prove that the Lord provides us rest and safety (Matthew 23:37 and II 

Corinthians 1:3-5). 

 We will meet the Lord in the air and, if faithful, our eternity will be beyond the starry sky 

(I Thessalonians 4:13-18 and II Peter 3:10-14). 

 The name of Jesus should be the sweetest name you know (Acts 4:10-12; cf. Matthew 

1:21). 

 Christ should fill your every longing (Ephesians 1:3). 

 What Christ does for us, should keep us singing at all times (Psalms 7:17). 
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
