1. Explain why we should or should not sing this song in worship to God (use Scriptures to 

support your statements).  

 Jesus did leave Heaven to come to earth (John 1:1-14, John 6:33, John 8:23-24, II 

Corinthians 8:9, and I Timothy 1:15). 

 He came where men would not receive His grace (John 1:17, Mark 8:31, and Luke 

17:25). 

 He came to earth and did all the song says because He loves me (Romans 5:6-10, 

Galatians 2:20, I John 3:16, and I John 4:9-10). 

 Jesus did mark the way (Philippians 2:3-12, Hebrews 5:8-9, Hebrews 12:1-2, I Peter 

2:21-25, and I John 2:1-6).  

 He knew temptation (Hebrews 2:8-18, Hebrews 4:14-16, and Matthew 4:1-11). 

 He taught (Matthew 7:24-29), toiled [long strenuous fatiguing labor] (John 4:34-35; 

17:4), pleaded (Luke 23:34), and prayed (Luke 6:12 and Hebrews 5:5-7). 

 As far as Jesus feeling the gardenôs dreadful dross [anything that is worthless or useless], 

there are some possibilities of discussion.   

o It could be that Jesus went to pray because of the dreadful things ahead and 

wanted the disciples to watch with Him (Matthew 26:37-38).  The waste could be 

in bringing them since they failed Him (Matthew 26:40). 

o We can see the dread in the garden (Mark 14:33-34) and the seeming waste of 

His death for so many (Hebrews 9:28 and Titus 2:11) when so few will actually 

take advantage of His grace (Matthew 7:13-14).  This is not to say His death is 

worthless, just wasted on so many.  We know our Lord has a response of anger 

when His grace is rejected (Luke 14:16-21).  The fact that one of Jesusô goals 

was to save the lost house of Israel (Matthew 18:11, Matthew 15:24, and 

Matthew 10:5-7) would make the garden a time of realization of dread and waste 

since theyôd be the people guilty of His murder (Matthew 27:24-25).  The garden 

was a time of dread and waste seeing also that mankind in general had caused 

Christ to have to come and die. 

 He went through trials.  If we follow the succession of the song these would be legal 

trials he faced just before death after the garden (Matthew 26:59-68 and Luke 23:3-25). 

 He suffered death upon the cross (John 19:17-20). 

 Jesus gave Himself to die for me because of His love for me (Ephesians 5:25).
