I Am Thine, O Lord

1. Can we say that we belong to the Lord? Yes, (Psalms 119:93-94, Mark 9:41, I Corinthians
6:20, and Colossians 3:1-4).

2. Does hearing the voice of the Lord tell of His love for us? Yes, His voice is His revelation
(Psalms 81:8-11; cf. Hebrews 3:7-9; 14-15). His revelation certainly tells of His love for us if we
will listen (I John 4:7-11).

3. Can we long to rise in the arms of faith and be closer drawn to the Lord? If you consider this to
be a figure of desiring to be strengthened | : Psalms 44:3, Isaiah 51:5,
and Isaiah 62:8] by faith to be brought closer to the Lord, yes (Hebrews 10:22).

4. Can we be consecrated [made holy; sacred; dedicated or devoted to a purpose] to the service of the
Lord by the power of grace divine? Yes, (Colossians 1:21-22, II Timothy 1:8-9, and I Peter 1:14-
16).

5. Can our souls look up with a steadfast hope and our will be lost in the Lord’s? Yes, our souls can
look up with a steadfast hope (Titus 2:13, II Peter 3:12-13, and Jude v. 21). Yes, our will ought
to be lost in the Lord’s (Psalms 40:8, Mark 8:34-35, and Philippians 1:21).

6. Should we have a pure delight in standing a single hour before the throne of the Lord? Yes, we
come before the throne of God (Hebrews 4:16) and should delight for that privilege (Proverbs
15:29, Proverbs 28:9, and I Peter 3:12).

7. Can we kneel in prayer to God and commune as friend with friend? We could say that obedience
to the Lord makes us the friend of God (John 15:14; cf. James 2:22-23). Thus, our
communicating with Him in prayer could be friend to friend, but not as though He is one of the
boys. We must still approach our Lord in reverence (Hebrews 12:28).

8. Are there depths of love that we cannot know till we cross the narrow sea? No, we should be able
to know the depths of the love of Christ (Ephesians 3:17-19; cf. John 15:12-13, I John 4:7-8;
4:16, and II Corinthians 8:9). We should note that we cannot understand God’s mind, except
for what He has revealed (Romans 11:33-34; cf. I Corinthians 2:9-13). I am not sure what the
narrow sea would be or that a greater knowledge of His love would await us there.

9. Are there heights of joy that we may not reach till we rest in peace with the Lord? While we are
to always rejoice in the Lord (Philippians 4:4), we press towards the greater in Heaven
(Romans 8:24-25, I Corinthians 9:24-25, Philippians 1:22-24; 3:8-15, and I Peter 1:3-4).

10. Can we be drawn nearer to the Lord to the cross where He has died and His precious bleeding
side? Yes, as we saw in question three and the scripture used as titled to the song, we can be
drawn nearer to the Lord (Hebrews 10:22). We can also, as Jerusalem, not draw near to the
Lord (Zephaniah 3:1-2). In several figures we can be drawn near to the bleeding side of Christ,
or to His blood (I Peter 4:13, I John 1:7, I Corinthians 10:16, etc.).
