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In Gethsemane Alone 
 

1. Explain why we should or should not sing this song in worship to God (use Scriptures to 

support your statements). 

 This song tells us twice that Jesus wept (wept; weeping).  While Jesus was on earth He 

did have strong crying and tears (Hebrews 5:7), but we cannot prove with certainty that 

this was the fact in the garden that night.  After careful discussion and thought, we 

determined in our class study that if we cannot know for sure that Jesus wept in the 

Garden of Gethsemane, we ought not sing it (Colossians 3:16-17; cf. I Corinthians 

14:15).  

 One objection one MIGHT have are the quotes that start the second verse of the song.  

What in fact Jesus did tell the three (Peter, James, and John) is this is a very slight 

variation from what the song says.  The Scripture says: ñtarry ye hereò (Matthew 26:38 

and Mark 14:34).  The song omits ñyeò, if that is something worthy of challenging the 

song over, it would be the error.  The second quote of the song should read ñTarry ye 

here, and watch with meò (Matthew 26:38) or ñtarry ye here, and watchò (Mark 

14:34).  Again, the point doesnôt seem to be changed in the song from what the Scriptures 

say. 

 

2. Whether this whole song is scriptural or not, what can we learn from examining this song (use 

Scriptures to support your statements)? 

 

We can learn the following points from this song: 

 The wondrous love of God and Christ for us is freely shown to us (I John 4:9-10). 

 We did receive atonement through Christ [to reconcile - katallage - Strongôs # 2643] 

(Romans 5:11). 

 The matchless grace of God was shown through Jesus suffering for the race [the people] 

(Titus 2:11-14). 

 Jesus did take the three to wait and watch with Him (Matthew 26:37-38). 

 The fact that Jesus was alone, with the presence of the disciples, in the garden of 

Gethsemane is because the disciples slept (Mark 14:37).  

 The love shown through what Jesus did for us is matchless (Hebrews 5:7-9, Hebrews 

10:4-10, and Romans 5:6-10). 

 Jesus was in sorrow and pain because of the fact that He was going to die for our sins 

(Mark 14:33-34; cf. Mark 14:24, I Corinthians 15:3, and I John 2:2). 

 We should love Jesus because of what He did in dying for us (Hebrews 2:17-18, I Peter 

2:21-25, and I John 4:19; cf. John 15:13-14).   

 The chorus of the song establishes that we should belong to Christ because of the 

matchless love He showed in suffering all alone for us.  A good point to realize is this, 

His suffering for us in Gethsemane was before His death and was a time wherein He 

could have ended His suffering by giving in and not dying (Matthew 26:39; 42; 44). 
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
