9:23; cf. Proverbs 15:19 and Ecclesiastes 10:18). 

 We should want to lead the erring in the way that leads to Heaven above (II Corinthians 

4:6-7 and James 5:19-20; cf. [the way] John 14:6). 

 All is peace and love in the heavenly kingdom of the Lord (Romans 14:17, II Timothy 

4:1; 8, James 2:5, and I John 4:7-11).   

 We should want to be strong and brave workers (I Corinthians 16:13 and Ephesians 

6:10-13). 

 We should want to trust in Jesusô power to save (Mark 16:15-16, John 10:26-28, I 

Timothy 4:10, II Timothy 3:15 , and I Peter 1:7-9). 

 All who will truly come will find a happy home in the kingdom (Psalms 144:15 and 

Colossians 1:10-13). 

 We should work, pray, and labor every day in the Lordôs vineyard (John 4:31-36, 

Matthew 20:1-16, Matthew 25:14-30, and II Timothy 1:3 ).
