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Jesus Calls Us 
 

1. Explain why we should or should not sing this song in worship to God (use Scriptures to 

support your statements).  

¶ This song more than implies that Jesus is literally calling us.  Jesus does call us, through 

the Gospel (II Thessalonians 2:13-14), but this is not the thrust of the song. 

¶ This song also is calling those in the world Christians, asking them to follow, when in 

fact Christians are disciples [followers of Christ] (Acts 11:26). 

¶ The Savior will not make us hear His call, as the fourth verse says.  The Lord allows us 

to choose the right or wrong paths (Acts 2:40, Matthew 23:37, Luke 10:38-42, John 

1:35-37, Colossians 1:22-23, Hebrews 10:36, and Hebrews 11:24-36).   

¶ One cannot love the Lord more than idols, we cannot love idols at all (I Corinthians 6:9-

10 and I Corinthians 10:14). 

¶ The Lord does not give our hearts to His obedience or make us serve and love Him best 

of all (Luke 8:15, Acts 2:41, Acts 28:25-28, Ephesians 4:17-18, Hebrews 4:1-2, and I 

Peter 1:22-25). 

¶ The idea of the voice of the Lord sounding daily requesting Christians to follow Him 

poses a couple of questions. 

o Unless you are being taught or studying daily, how does His voice sound out daily 

since He communicates only through the Scriptures (Hebrews 1:1-2, I 

Corinthians 1:21, and II Timothy 3:16 -17).   

o Arenôt Christians disciples, thus followers of the Lord already (Acts 11:26)? 

 

2. If this song does not hold up to the Scriptures, what good points can we learn from examining 

this song (use Scriptures to support your statements)?   

The context of the song does not allow for many good things to be said.  However, ignoring the 

misguided context, there are some things we can learn from some of the words in this song. 

¶ This call does occur over all the confusion presented in this world (Luke 24:47; cf. II 

Corinthians 4:3-4). 

¶ As the faithful carry the Gospel into the world daily, we could say His voice is sounding 

day by day (Acts 5:42 and II Timothy 1:8 -10), though this does not fit the context of 

ñChristian, follow meò. 

¶ The call of Christ, through the Gospel, does call us from the worship of the vainity in this 

world (Colossians 2:20-23). 

¶ The call of Christ, through the Gospel, calls upon us to leave our ñidolsò and love Him 

most of all (Matthew 6:33; 10:34-39). 

¶ Whether in joy, sorrow, work, ease, cares, or pleasures; the Gospel call is for us to love 

Him more than those (Mark 12:29-30). 

¶ The call of the Gospel is meciful (Ephesians 2:1-5).  That mercy will end (James 2:12-

13 and II Thessalonians 1:7-9). 
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
