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Just As I Am 
 

1. Should one come to the Lord just as they are?  No, (Isaiah 1:8-20, James 4:8, Matthew 3:7-

8, Matthew 18:3, Luke 13:3; 5, Acts 3:19, Acts 26:15-20, Ephesians 4:17-22, and II 

Corinthians 7:1). 

 

2. Should we come to the Lord without one plea [appeal]?  No, we ought to plea [appeal] for 

help, forgiveness, etc. (Luke 18:1-5, Luke 18:9-14, and I John 1:9). 
 

3. Was the blood of the Lord shed for you?  Yes, (II Corinthians 5:14-15, I Timothy 2:3-6, 

Titus 2:11, and Luke 22:20).  
 

4. Does Jesus invite us to come to Him?  Yes, (Matthew 11:28-30, Titus 1:1-3; cf. Matthew 

28:19).  
 

5. Who is the Lamb of God?  Jesus (John 1:29; 35-36, Acts 8:32-35, and I Peter 1:19).  

 

6. Should we come to the Lord without waiting to rid our souls of one dark blot?  While we 

should be willing to change on the spot, some don’t.  Thus, the wording is ambiguous.  We 

must repent before coming to the Lord (Psalms 66:18, Proverbs 28:9, Isaiah 59:1-2, John 

9:31, and Acts 2:38; cf. Ezekiel 33:14-16).  
 

7. Can the blood of Christ cleanse each spot?  Yes, upon repentance and conversion 

(Revelation 1:5 and Acts 2:38; cf. Matthew 26:28). 
 

8. Should we come to the Lord tossed about with many conflicts, many doubts, with fighting and 

fears within and without?  No, (Hebrews 11:6, James 1:5-8, I Timothy 2:8, and Ephesians 

4:14). 

 

9. Will Jesus receive, welcome, pardon, cleanse, and relieve those who come just as they are if 

they believe his promise?  No, (James 1:21-25, James 2:17; 24; 26, Acts 22:16, I John 3:22, 

and Mark 16:15-16). 
 

10. Are there any scriptural objections you have to this song?  Yes, see answers to questions 1, 

2, 6, 8, and 9. 
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
