2. This song is not Scriptural for these reasons: 

¶ The only time in inspiration we read of ñthe heart of Godò is in Ezekiel 28:2; 6.  In that 

context the prince of Tyrus acted as though he was a God and would be humbled by God 

because of that (Ezekiel 28:7-9). 

o God DOES have a heart (Genesis 6:6, Genesis 8:21, Psalms 33:11, Jeremiah 

23:20, Jeremiah 30:24, and Acts 13:22). 

¶ We could argue about being near to God (I Samuel 14:36-37, Psalms 73:28, Psalms 

148:14, and James 4:8-10), but can we say weôll draw near to His heart? 

o Where are the Scriptures that show us there is a quiet rest, comfort sweet, full 

release, joy, peace, place where sin cannot molest [to annoy, disturb, or persecute] 

near to the heart of God? 

¶ Can we say that Christ will ñHold usò who wait before Him near to Godôs heart?  
Certainly,  we can see the figurative language the Psalmist used in explaining how he 

could not escape Godôs presence (Psalms 139:1-10).  Does the tenth verse adequatley 

establish that God holds us near to His heart? 

¶ This song is surely figurative, but the figures cannot be biblically established (Romans 

12:2 and Ephesians 5:10). 
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
