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Pre-Millennialism Doctrines 

VS.

The Truth (John 8:32)

Abbreviation of (PM) for Pre-Millennialism will be used.

A.  PM teaches – “It is my heartfelt desire to get us all under the complete knowledge of just what the church is and is not.  The church is a substitute for the Kingdom.  Christ was to set up his kingdom on this earth, but the Jews were not going to have it.  He then set up his church so that mankind could have time for repentance, II Peter 3:9, and we could prepare to reign with him…” Rod Parsley – Breakthrough Ministries
THE TRUTH

1.  Christ knew the Jews would reject him (Isaiah 53:3).  

2.  In AD 30-33 the kingdom was to come in that generation (Matthew 16:28, Mark 9:1, and Luke 9:27) [to taste is to experience, so to taste of death would mean to experience death].  Death is “separation from the soul and body” – Thayer Example – Luke 16:19-31.

a. In Mark 9:1 the text stated the kingdom would come with “power”.  When did power come and who brought it?  (Acts 1:8 and Acts 2:1-4).

3.  Old Testament Prophesy: (Isaiah 2:2-3, Micah 4:1-2).  Christ would build HIS church and give the keys of what??  (Matthew 16:18-19)  What are keys used for?  – We can know when this was fulfilled (Luke 24:47 and Acts 2:14ff.)

a.  Daniel 2:31-45see - http://www.wordsoftruth.net/chart1adan24445.doc
4.  Converts were translated into it (Colossians 1:13-18).

a.  By this text we can know the church and kingdom are the same.  God adds to the church and to the Kingdom those saved (Acts 2:47).

5.  John was in it (Revelation 1:9) “I John, who also am your brother, and companion in tribulation, and in the kingdom and patience of Jesus Christ, was in the isle that is called Patmos, for the word of God, and for the testimony of Jesus Christ.”

6.  The kingdom is not an earthly kingdom (John 18:36).

7.  The kingdom will be delivered (NOT SET-UP) when Christ comes again (I Corinthians 15:24-28).

The Truth

1.  Christ will come in the air and stay there with those who are faithful:

I Thessalonians 4:16-17 “For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first: Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.”
2.  The Anti-Christ(S) have already come and will continue to come.  (Anti means [against])

I John 2:18, I John 2:22, I John 4:3, and II John 1:7.

3.  “Unparalleled Trouble” (Unparalleled – having no equal, unique).  This phrase appears NO times in the Bible.  See – Revelation 22:18-19

4.  Return to the earth – a third coming?  Where is that?

5.  1,000 year reign on earth.  They use Revelation 20:4 “And I saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgment was given unto them: and I saw the souls of them that were beheaded for the witness of Jesus, and for the word of God, and which had not worshipped the beast, neither his image, neither had received his mark upon their foreheads, or in their hands; and they lived and reigned with Christ a thousand years.”
Things that do NOT appear in this verse:

1. Second Coming

2. Resurrection

3. A reign on earth

4. David’s Throne

5. Jerusalem or Palestine

Look at verses 5-6 (who are priests?  Revelation 1:6 and I Peter 2:5-9) and tell what is the first resurrection?  Hint – Romans 6:3-6, Ephesians 2:4-6, and Colossians 3:1-4.

WILL CHRIST EVER REIGN ON EARTH?

1.  Christ is our high priest now Hebrews 3:1 and Hebrews 4:14.

2.  This is NEVER going to change Hebrews 7:17 and 7:24.

3.  If he were to reign on earth it would HAVE TO CHANGE Hebrews 8:4!

??WILL THERE BE AN EARTH TO REIGN ON??

II Peter 3:10 “But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night; in the which the heavens shall pass away with a great noise, and the elements shall melt with fervent heat, the earth also and the works that are therein shall be burned up.”
DOES MATTHEW 24 TEACH PRE-MILL. DOCTRINE?

Matthew Chapter 24 answers two questions –

Matthew 24:1-3 “1.  And Jesus went out, and departed from the temple: and his disciples came to him for to shew him the buildings of the temple.  2. And Jesus said unto them, See ye not all these things? verily I say unto you, There shall not be left here one stone upon another, that shall not be thrown down.  3.  And as he sat upon the mount of Olives, the disciples came unto him privately, saying, Tell us, [#1]when shall these things be? and [#2} [a] what shall be the sign of thy coming, and [b] of the end of the world?” Additions in Brackets made by - B.A.Y.

Notice Luke’s account Luke 21:20-21.  Destruction of Jerusalem first part of Matthew 24 divided by the statement in Matthew 24:34!  Thus verse 35 starts the discussion of the Second Coming and end of the world.

Their question and ours too:  What about verses 30-31 of Matthew 24?  Are they not before verse 35?

1.  The same terminology was used:

a.  Destruction of Babylon Isaiah 13:1-13

b.  Idumea Isaiah 34:1-6

c.  Egypt Ezekiel 32:1-12

2.  If this is the Second Coming then one would have to explain the term “Immediately” in verse 29 and the terms “it is near” in verse 33?

3.  IF Christ came in AD 70, which He did not,  then he judged then too.  II Timothy 4:1 “I charge thee therefore before God, and the Lord Jesus Christ, who shall judge the quick and the dead at his appearing and his kingdom.”
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The Judgment

1.  THE APPEARING OF CHRIST WILL BE GLORIOUS  (Titus 2:13). 

2.  HE WILL APPEAR A SECOND TIME (Hebrews 9:27-28) “And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment: So Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many; and unto them that look for him shall he appear the second time without sin unto salvation.” 

3.  NO ONE except God knows when (Matthew 24:36).

4.  EVERY EYE WILL SEE HIM COMING (Revelation 1:7) “Behold, he cometh with clouds; and every eye shall see him, and they also which pierced him: and all kindreds of the earth shall wail because of him. Even so, Amen.”
 5.  WE WILL ALL APPEAR BEFORE THE JUDGMENT SEAT OF CHRIST (II Corinthians 5:10-11) “For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ; that every one may receive the things done in his body, according to that he hath done, whether it be good or bad. Knowing therefore the terror of the Lord, we persuade men; but we are made manifest unto God; and I trust also are made manifest in your consciences.” 
6.  EVERY KNEE WILL BOW TO CHRIST (Romans 14:11-12) “For it is written, As I live, saith the Lord, every knee shall bow to me, and every tongue shall confess to God.  So then every one of us shall give account of himself to God.” 
7.  CHRIST WILL COME AND JUDGE ALL TO EITHER ETERNAL LIFE OR DAMNATION  (Matthew 25:31-46) 


8.  THERE WILL BE A VEGEANCE ON THOSE THAT KNOW NOT THE LORD (II Thessalonians 1:7-8) “And to you who are troubled rest with us, when the Lord Jesus shall be revealed from heaven with his mighty angels, In flaming fire taking vengeance on them that know not God, and that obey not the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ.”
9.  THOSE NOT IN THE LAMB’S BOOK OF LIFE WILL ENTER THE LAKE OF FIRE (Revelation 20:15) “And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire.” 
  

10.  FEW WILL FIND HEAVEN (Matthew 7:13-14) “Enter ye in at the strait gate: for wide is the gate, and broad is the way, that leadeth to destruction, and many there be which go in thereat: Because strait is the gate, and narrow is the way, which leadeth unto life, and few there be that find it.” 

(Matthew 7:21-23) “Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven.  Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works?  And then will I profess unto them, I never knew you: depart from me, ye that work iniquity.”
