This Is What Real Miracles Are Like (Part 4)

This is our fourth and final article studying real miracles. We will address how that if the
sick can be healed today, then devils can possess and be cast out as well (Matthew 10:7-8
and Luke 9:1-2). (If you have not read the three prior articles, you should do so before
proceeding in this article.) It is indeed a fact that devils today are not freely roaming the earth
(Il Peter 2:4 and Jude 6). This is as clear as the fact that all miraculous gifts have long ceased
(I Corinthians 13:8-13).

It is clear that devils cannot possess today just based on the fact that they are bound.
So, if people are being prayed over and healed today; then you must conclude demon
possession and other miraculous things are also occurring today. Consider this: “And he said
unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature. He that believeth
and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned. And these signs
shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new
tongues; They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them;
they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover. So then after the Lord had spoken
unto them, he was received up into heaven, and sat on the right hand of God. And they went
forth, and preached every where, the Lord working with them, and confirming the word with
signs following. Amen” (Mark 16:15-20). Based on what you just read, if the sick are being
healed, then devils are possessing people and are able to be cast out. As we study what
demon possession was really like, ask yourself if that is happening today. If it is not, neither is
the sick being healed.

This Is Devil Possession

“And they were astonished at his doctrine: for he taught them as one that had authority,
and not as the scribes. And there was in their synagogue a man with an unclean spirit; and he
cried out, Saying, Let us alone; what have we to do with thee, thou Jesus of Nazareth? art
thou come to destroy us? | know thee who thou art, the Holy One of God. And Jesus rebuked
him, saying, Hold thy peace, and come out of him. And when the unclean spirit had torn him,
and cried with a loud voice, he came out of him. And they were all amazed, insomuch that
they questioned among themselves, saying, What thing is this? what new doctrine is this? for
with authority commandeth he even the unclean spirits, and they do obey him. And
immediately his fame spread abroad throughout all the region round about Galilee. And
forthwith, when they were come out of the synagogue, they entered into the house of Simon
and Andrew, with James and John. But Simon's wife's mother lay sick of a fever, and anon
they tell him of her. And he came and took her by the hand, and lifted her up; and immediately
the fever left her, and she ministered unto them. And at even, when the sun did set, they
brought unto him all that were diseased, and them that were possessed with devils. And all
the city was gathered together at the door. And he healed many that were sick of divers
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diseases, and cast out many devils; and suffered not the devils to speak, because they knew
him” (Mark 1:22-34).

“And they came over unto the other side of the sea, into the country of the Gadarenes.
And when he was come out of the ship, immediately there met him out of the tombs a man
with an unclean spirit, Who had his dwelling among the tombs; and no man could bind him, no,
not with chains: Because that he had been often bound with fetters and chains, and the chains
had been plucked asunder by him, and the fetters broken in pieces: neither could any man
tame him. And always, night and day, he was in the mountains, and in the tombs, crying, and
cutting himself with stones. But when he saw Jesus afar off, he ran and worshipped him, And
cried with a loud voice, and said, What have | to do with thee, Jesus, thou Son of the most high
God? | adjure thee by God, that thou torment me not. For he said unto him, Come out of the
man, thou unclean spirit. And he asked him, What is thy name? And he answered, saying, My
name is Legion: for we are many. And he besought him much that he would not send them
away out of the country. Now there was there nigh unto the mountains a great herd of swine
feeding. And all the devils besought him, saying, Send us into the swine, that we may enter
into them. And forthwith Jesus gave them leave. And the unclean spirits went out, and
entered into the swine: and the herd ran violently down a steep place into the sea, (they were
about two thousand;) and were choked in the sea. And they that fed the swine fled, and told it
in the city, and in the country. And they went out to see what it was that was done. And they
come to Jesus, and see him that was possessed with the devil, and had the legion, sitting, and
clothed, and in his right mind: and they were afraid. And they that saw it told them how it befell
to him that was possessed with the devil, and also concerning the swine” (Mark 5:1-16).

“And he went into the synagogue, and spake boldly for the space of three months,
disputing and persuading the things concerning the kingdom of God. But when divers were
hardened, and believed not, but spake evil of that way before the multitude, he departed from
them, and separated the disciples, disputing daily in the school of one Tyrannus. And this
continued by the space of two years; so that all they which dwelt in Asia heard the word of the
Lord Jesus, both Jews and Greeks. And God wrought special miracles by the hands of Paul:
So that from his body were brought unto the sick handkerchiefs or aprons, and the diseases
departed from them, and the evil spirits went out of them. Then certain of the vagabond Jews,
exorcists, took upon them to call over them which had evil spirits the name of the Lord Jesus,
saying, We adjure you by Jesus whom Paul preacheth. And there were seven sons of one
Sceva, a Jew, and chief of the priests, which did so. And the evil spirit answered and said,
Jesus | know, and Paul | know; but who are ye? And the man in whom the evil spirit was
leaped on them, and overcame them, and prevailed against them, so that they fled out of that
house naked and wounded. And this was known to all the Jews and Greeks also dwelling at
Ephesus; and fear fell on them all, and the name of the Lord Jesus was magnified. And many
that believed came, and confessed, and shewed their deeds” (Acts 19:8-18).

Conclusion

If you have read all four of the articles in this series you should be able to clearly see
that what people claim today as God working in healing, etc. is not even close to the truth.
When God worked among men supernaturally it was not through doctors, time, chance, or
anything that would leave room for doubt. Time and chance are what happens today
(Ecclesiastes 9:11). Let’s not confuse real supernatural events with what happens now!
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
